Planning a wedding is always nerve-wrecking, but I’d like 
to believe that we didn’t do so bad after all. A wedding has 
so many little details that you need to plan and budget for. 
Lots of which pops up when you least expect it, especially 
when you Do-It-Yourself. We did not make use of a 
wedding planner. Most of our chapel and reception décor 
were inspired by images we found on internet which were 
adapted to our preferences and brought to life by our very 
loving and supportive friends and family.

We managed to stay within budget! Keeping close track of 
our spending and doing most things ourselves really 
helped us have a few cents extra to spend on things that 
were most important to us, such as our wedding attire. A 
wedding planning register with estimates on what items 
could cost was a helpful planning tool. Wedding cakes 
and øorals were more costly than what we expected. Be 
sure to do your homework on several bakers and øorists in 
your area and choose the one that best understands your 
vision for the day. Reviews and pictures of previous work 
can be a helpful guideline in making the choice. 
Requesting a mock-up to be done with your øowers and a 
cake tasting surely helps with calming the nerves too.
